This edition also explores the rise of generative AI
in media, its impact on content creation, and the projected
30% surge in India’s SVOD market by 2027, powered
by OTT bundling. Notably, operators like GTPL
Hathway are investing aggressively, underscoring the
continued confidence in satellite-based delivery models—
albeit in smarter, hybrid forms.
