ZEE ENTERTAINMENT
COUNTERSUES STAR INDIA

Zee Entertainment Enterprises Limited (ZEEL) has
filed a counterclaim for $8.06 million, plus applicable
interest, against Star India, now a part of Reliance
Industries Limited (RIL), in an ongoing arbitration at the
London Court of International Arbitration (LCIA).

ZEEL, in a regulatory filing, stated, “The Company
has filed a Statement of Defence along with a counterclaim
of USD 8.06 million and interest before the Arbitral
Tribunal. Based on a legal opinion and internal
assessment, the management believes
that the claims by Star India are
baseless and not legally tenable. The
Company maintains it is not in breach
of the Alliance Agreement and is
prepared to defend its position
vigorously.”

The dispute originates from a
failed agreement over broadcasting rights for the
International Cricket Council’s (ICC) men’s global events.
Star India had earlier sought damages of $940 million,
accusing ZEEL of breaching the agreement. ZEEL,
however, asserts that the agreement is void due to Star's
alleged non-fulfillment of obligations, including a demand
for a refund of Rs 69 crore.

GOVERNMENT STREAMLINES LCO
REGISTRATION PROCESS FOR CABLE
TV OPERATORS

The Ministry of Information and Broadcasting
(MIB) has amended the Cable
Television Network Rules, 1994,
simplifying the registration process
for Local Cable Operators (LCOs).
Effective January 17, 2025, LCO
registrations will be conducted
entirely online through the Broadcast
Seva Portal.
Key features of the updated rules
include:

♦ Online application and
issuance of registration certificates in real-time.

♦ Registration validity extended to five years,
applicable nationwide.

♦ A reduced registration/renewal fee of Rs 5,000.
♦ Provisions for appeals against denied registrations

or renewals.
Existing LCO registrations remain valid until their

expiration. Pending offline applications must be
resubmitted online. The new process aligns with the
government’s commitment to ease of doing business.
