DISNEY REPORTEDLY PLANS FRESH
ROUND OF LAYOFFS

The Walt Disney Company is reportedly preparing
to cut up to 1,000 jobs globally as
part of another restructuring
exercise, according to
international media reports. A
substantial portion of the
reductions is expected to impact
the company’s marketing -
operations. The layoffs are said
to affect less than 1% of Disney’s
worldwide workforce, which stood at nearly 231,000
employees at the end of FY2025.

DELHI HIGH COURT RESERVES VERDICT
ON TRAI'STV AD CAP RULE

The Delhi High Court has reserved judgment in
the long-running legal challenge against
TRAI’s 12-minute advertising cap for
television channels. Broadcasters argued
that the regulation threatens the economic
viability of TV operations, particularly news
and free-to-air services that depend heavily
on advertising revenues. The case, pending
for more than a decade, concerns TRAI’s
2013 rule restricting commercial advertising and self-
promotional content to 12 minutes per clock hour.

CABLE OPERATORS SUPPORT TRAI
CONSULTATION ON FAST REGULATION

India’s cable TV industry has
welcomed the government’s move to
examine a regulatory framework for Free
Ad-Supported Streaming Television
(FAST) services. Multi-system operators
said the TRAI consultation acknowledges
concerns around regulatory imbalance, as
FAST platforms currently operate without
licensing obligations applicable to
traditional broadcasters and distribution
networks. B
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
