According to Netflix’'s financial report for Q2 for
2023, it hasgained 5.89 million subscribersin Q2, taking
the total number of global streaming paid subscribers to
238.39 million. In Q1, Netflix had added 1.75 million paid
subscribers.

HOTSTAR

The Madras High Court has granted interim
relief to Star India's subsidiary Novi Digital
Entertainment after it filed a plea against
Google Play Store's new billing system,
mediareports said. Novi Digital isthe owner
of Disney+ Hotstar.

The court hasrestrained Google from
delisting Disney+ Hotstar from the app store.

Novi Digital has been told to pay 4%
commission on Play Store downloads. The
company has told the court that as per the
new billing policy app developers have to pay 11%
fee to Google Pay even if they opt for a third-party
payment system.
