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The SCAT India TradeShow 2022 was a blockbuster
event held under the NM India banner and after two years
of pandemic. There was action and an eclectic buzz all
across with a good turnout of delegates from across pan
India over three days.

The Show saw the biggest of the brands and
distributors - all networking with key customers. The
exhibitors were thrilled at the opportunity of getting to
meet their customers face to face at their favourite trade
show — SCAT India TradeShow 2022. The show which has
served as platform for the past 30 years, has acted as a
catalyst to propel the market to usher in new technologies
and motivate the market to spur investments.

The show featured trending conference sessions along
with latest technology and product presentations. The
Q&A sessions after each panel discussions displayed the
depth of the market and the quality of delegates present.

The market is also moving phenomenally fast and the
dynamics are unveiling at a rapid pace. Two key approvals
streamlined the long-awaited regulatory approvals for the
merger of Zee with Sony (now Culver Pictures).This will
lead to a significant consolidation of the Broadcasting
Industry into two very strong giants-Disney-Star and Zee-
Sony. Media Veteran, Ashok Mansukhani has reiterated
this point in his ‘Media Beat’ column in this issue and it
would be good to see a similar consolidation happening
in the Distribution Sector, which is currently highly
fragmented, with over 1800 registered Multi System
Operators and four functioning DTH networks.

In another development Govt has issued clear
guidelines to state governments and central govt ministries
to desist from broadcast distribution by Dec 2023. This
will propel a wave of discontent across the board as many
state governments are actively involved in broadcasting
and distribution.

Govt has plans to simplify uplink and downlink
guidelines and this will position India as a hub for
uplinking by deregulating uplinking of satellite channels
from the country.The deregulation of uplinking channels
will help broadcasters from neighbouring countries like
Nepal, Bangladesh, Bhutan, and Sri Lanka to uplink
channels from India. India will become an uplinking hub
if it is cost-competitive and satellite footprint covers a
larger geography.
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
