PIL TO REGULATE OTT CONTENT

The Supreme Court recently dismissed a PIL
seeking the establishment of an autonomous regulatory
body to monitor and filter OTT content, considering it
a matter for policymaking. Chief
Justice D Y Chandrachud, with
Justices JB Pardiwala and Manoj
Misra, noted that such regulatory
decisions are best addressed
through executive channels after
broad stakeholder consultations.
Lawyer Shashank Shekhar Jha, who
filed the PIL, had highlighted
concerns about content on OTT
platforms, referencing the Netflix series IC 814: The
Kandahar Hijack as an example.

The PIL underscored the absence of a body like
the CBFC to regulate OTT content, arguing that self-
regulation alone has proven insufficient to prevent
controversial content from being widely shown.
However, the court concluded that policy matters are
beyond the purview of judicial intervention in this
context.

NETFLIX SURGE IN REVENUE
In its third-quarter report, Netflix announced a 15%
YoY increase in revenue, with the APAC market leading at
a growth rate of 19%, attributed to popular local content
in Japan, Korea, Thailand, and India. With $9.82 billion in
revenue and $2.42 billion in net income, Netflix exceeded
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earnings projections. The company
also added 5 million new subscribers
last quarter, driven by successful titles
like Maharaja, which garnered over 22
million views.

Looking ahead, Netflix
anticipates strong Q4 results,
projecting $10.13 billion in revenue
and enhanced subscriber growth due
to seasonally robust content. Starting in 2025, Netflix
will shift its primary metrics to revenue, margins, and
free cash flow, moving away from subscriber counts as
its new ad tier and shared account options bolster growth.
